The International Finance Facility for  
Immunisation (IFFIm) has provided a total  
of US $  862.3  million since its �rst bond 
launch in November 2006. 

The funds have gone both to scale up GAVI�s 
long-term support to country programmes and  
to give a critical boost to partners� time-limited  
speci�c disease control activities. One-�fth  
of these �rst proceeds  provided a purchase  
commitment for pentavalent vaccine, now  
GAVI�s most requested vaccine product.
